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LOVE IN THE STARS OF OUR SOLAR SYSTEM 

  THE BEACON BEAM 

 
When I consider Thy heavens, the work of Thy fingers, the moon and the stars, which Thou hast ordained; what is man, 

that Thou art mindful of him?  And the son of man, that thou visitest him?  (Psalm 8:3-4). 

 

Ken Flemming writes, “Even without the help of modern science to speak of light years and multiplied universes, pulsars 

and spiral nebulas, David (in Psalm 8) was struck by the wonder of the night sky and man’s comparative smallness to it.  

He was thrilled by the thought that amid such immensity God considered mere man as important.”  The stars are a love 

letter from our Father; may He give us the wisdom to consider His message of grace. 

 

Celestial bodies and divine compassion are often connected in the Psalms: 

Yet the Lord will command His lovingkindness in the day time, and in the night His song shall be with me  

(Psalm 42:8). 

For Thy mercy is great unto the heavens…let Thy glory be above all the earth  (Psalm 57:10-11). 

For as the heaven is high above the earth, so great is His mercy toward them that fear Him (Psalm 103:11). 

To Him who made the great lights, For His mercy endureth forever: The sun to rule by day, For His mercy  

endureth forever: The moon and stars to rule by night, For His mercy endureth forever (Psalm 136:7-9). 

 

God’s love for us is manifested in the fact that He designed a Solar System to support a planet called Earth that is perfectly 

suited to our needs.  The Solar System is in the ideal location within the Milky Way Galaxy.  If the Solar System were 

closer to the center, there would be so many stars in close proximity that the night sky would be almost as bright as the day.  

If Earth were too near the edge of the Galaxy, the lack of visible stars would make the night sky extremely dark. 

 

Observing other planets reveals that they are uninhabitable and further shows the depth of God’s love for human beings by 

providing Earth.  There are 5 planets that can be viewed without a telescope (Mercury, Venus, Mars, Jupiter and Saturn).  

Mercury is the closest planet to the sun.  The side facing the sun is hearted to 800˚ F while the side away from the sun is  

cooled to—298˚ F.  Uranus is called the frozen planet because it is so far from the sun and so cold.  With such a lack of 

light and warmth, life as we know it could not be sustained there.  Uranus is tilted on its side with its axis pointed at the 
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sun.  If the Earth’s axis was pointed at the sun, one hemisphere would always be boiling hot and the other would be freezing 

cold.  Venus is hotter than Mercury, yet farther away from the sun.  Venus has an atmosphere 90 times thicker than Earth’s.  

Heat is trapped in the clouds and warms the entire planet to a blistering 931˚ F.  Mars is similar to Earth in many ways.  A 

day on Mars is 24.7 hours.  It is tilted 25 degrees, just two more degrees than Earth.  At is warmest, it is a comfortable 67˚ 

F.  It has two small moons.  However, Mars is smaller than Earth.  The gravity on Mars is only a third of the Earth’s.  With-

out enough gravity, Mars is unable to hold a larger atmosphere.  What atmosphere it has is made of gases we cannot 

breathe.  Without a protective atmosphere, many meteors hit Mars, and temperatures get dangerously cold at night.  Jupiter 

spins faster than any other planet with a day of 9 hours and 55.5 minutes.  Its fast spin causes tremendous storms.  In fact, 

the big red spot on Jupiter is a huge storm.  Saturn is the second-largest plant in our solar system.  The core of the planet is 

boiling hot and radiates more heat out into space than it receives from the Sun.  Neptune is almost four times larger than the 

Earth.  Its strong gravity traps harmful gases in its atmosphere.  The desolate lifelessness of other planets in our solar system 

illustrates the fact that Earth is purposefully and lovingly fashioned to cradle life. 

 

Not a single living cell has been discovered away from Earth.  Life would not be possible on Earth if the rate of spin were 

different, if the year were longer or shorter, if the tilt on the axis of rotation were different, if we were closer or further from 

the sun, if its surface were not so smooth, if it were a different diameter, if the surface were hotter or cooler, if it had more 

or less water, if the formula of the atmosphere changed, if it did not have an ozone layer, or if its magnetic field did not de-

flect solar radiation.  Even our moon is an important part of our ecosystem because it causes the tidal system in the oceans.  

The care God put into this one planet is seen in the fact that He spent three days of the creation week making it ready to sup-

port life and only one day on the rest of the Universe.  The relative smallness of the Solar System compared to the Milky 

Way and then again to the entire Universe paints a portrait of God’s love.  The Psalmist could have aptly written “What is 

EARTH that thou are mindful of it?” as an addendum to “What is man that thou art mindful of him?”  Earth is the finite 

speck in the Universe where God chose to send His infinite Son. 

 

His love is such a pervading attribute that it is stamped in the Solar System He shaped.  A. W. Pink asserts that, “It is not 

simply that God ‘loves,’ but that He is Love itself.  Love is not merely one of His attributes, but His very nature.”  He is the 

source of any love we experience just as the Sun is the source of energy, light and warmth in the Solar System.  Without the 

Sun there would be no life on Earth or organization to our Solar System.  Our Sun is an unusually stable, medium-sized, 

white star.  It is about 93 million miles away from Earth and made up of hydrogen and helium.  The diameter of the Sun is 

108 times bigger than the diameter of the Earth.  Most stars similar to our Sun vary their brightness.  Can you imagine what 

havoc would ensue if the Sun pulsated with different levels of brightness rather than remaining constant?  A stable sun pro-

tects us from deadly radiation levels.  The Sun (a symbol for the Lord in references such as Malachi 4:2 and Psalm 84:11) is 

the center of the Solar System; our Sun of Righteousness is the center of our lives as well. 

 

God’s love is manifested in the stars because His individual care for each of them reminds us how He cares for each of us in 

a personal way.  Psalm 147:4-5 reads, “He telleth the number of the stars; He calleth them all by their names.  Great is our 

Lord, and of great power: His understanding is infinite.”  Isaiah 40:26 contains a similar sentiment stating, “Lift up your 

eyes on high, and behold who hath created these things, that bringeth out their host by number: He calleth them all by 

names by the greatness of His might, for that He is strong in power; not one faileth.”  We see God as the compassionate 

great Shepherd of His sheep on the Earth, but He also shepherds the stars in heaven.  None go off course because of His 

staying power.  With the Hubble telescope, we saw deeper into space bringing within counting rage a new number of stars, 

but in the distance became visible an innumerable faint blur of ever-distant stars!  God has not only counted these stellar 

creations, but He is so familiar with them that He has a “pet name” for each.  He left the naming of animals to man, but He 

named the stars Himself.  John Gill notes, “the stars appear at night, and [God] as a General brings forth His army, marshals 

in it order, musters it, and takes the number of His soldiers: “He calleth them all by names’ suitable to their position and 

influence; He knows the proper names of them all, which no astrologer can pretend unto; though the stars are innumerable 

to men, they are all known to Him that made them.”  It should be obvious that if God has names for each of the stars, He 

knows us personally through and through.  While some have the idea that God is so uninterested in man that there are times

when God is indifferent to our human pain and fears, we have the privilege of knowing He hears us when we call out to 

Him.  According to A. W. Tozer, “The love of God is one of the great realities of the Universe, a pillar upon which the hope 

of the world rest.  But it is a personal, intimate thing, too.  God does not love populations He loves people.  He loves not 

masses, but men.  He loves us all with a mighty love that has no beginning and can have no end.”  St. Augustine is known 

to have said, “God loves each of us as if there were only one of us.”  This love properly understood pours courage into us 

each day of our terrestrial journey. 

 

In his book Crime and Punishment, Fyodor Dostoyevsky, penned the famous phrase: “The darker the night, the brighter the 

stars, the deeper the grief, the closer is God!”  How merciful that God provided the jewels of His creation, stars, to shine 

every night.  Night is when the stresses of the day crowd our weary minds.  Darkness breeds fear and anxiety as the un-

known looms heavily in our hearts.  But God, knowing our frailties, sends messengers of His ever-present love to emblazon 

the skies.  The stars are always in the sky; we just cannot see them during the day.  God is always present in our lives, even 

thou sometimes we cannot see His loving Hands at work.  We live under a starry canopy that reflects His intensely personal 

love for us.  He lavishes His love on every aspect of our lives.  God’s love is unprompted, undeserved, unlimited, unreason-

able, unstoppable, unconditional, unending and unchanging.  His love is such an integral part of His character that to stop 

loving us would be for Him to stop being God.  

 

He was thinking of you with loving thoughts and planned the intricate details of your personality before He created this 

elaborate, gigantic solar system.  Ephesians 1:4 teaches us that “He hath chosen us in Him before the foundation of the 

world…in love.”  Eureka F. Collins captures the awe of this truth when she writes, “Travel back in imagination to ages past.  

Before the trance of eternity was broken by any visible manifestation of power…before one object was erected in space to 

when God inhabited these sublime solitudes alone; there were thoughts of us, and those thoughts were overflowing with 

love.  Why are we not a Cain or Judas?  Why are we not a wrecked vessel like so many before us?  Here is the reason: ‘Yea, 

I have loved thee with an everlasting love’ (Jeremiah 31:3).  Before we had one thought of God and then when our thoughts 

were of rebellion and enmity, His thoughts toward us were thoughts of love.”  Human love can be lost, but His love is as 

infinite as the scale of His immeasurable creation.  Humans can no more find the end of the Universe than they can find the 

end of God’s love for His children.  He draws us to His love with a magnetic pull as irresistible as gravity itself. 

 

C. H. Spurgeon said, “He who counts the stars and calls them by their names, is in no danger of forgetting His own chil-

dren.  He knows your case as thoroughly as if you were the only creature He ever made, or the only saint He ever loved.”  

His love, just like outer space, is infinitely larger than our minds can comprehend and yet deeply personal too.  His extrava-

gant love lets you see these stars every cloudless night!  How careless to see them without considering all they signify.

Few doctrines divide God’s people 

like the doctrine of election.  Since 

both the word, “election” in its vari-

ous forms, plus the concept using dif-

ferent words is found repeatedly in 

the Bible, some explanation must be 

offered.  It cannot simply be ignored.  

Although there are various shades of 

interpretation, in the end, it boils 

down to two possibilities.  Either 

election means God chose His people 

without reference to anything He saw 

in man (unconditional election), or 

God chose people based upon some-

thing He saw or foresaw within them 

(conditional election).  Since the days 

of the Protestant Reformation, these 

two concepts have resulted in two 

different theologies, Calvinism, 

which holds to unconditional election, 

and Arminianism which teaches con-

ditional election.  In truth, there are 

variations within these two camps, 

and some prefer to avoid either label, 

but there are really only two positions 

on election.  For brevity’s sake, I will 

use the commonly accepted historic 

labels. 

 

In this article, I will examine a text 

that is often claimed by both sides of 

the debate.  “Just as He chose us in 

Him before the foundation of the 

world that we should be holy and 

without blame before Him in 

love” (Ephesians 1:4).  Calvinists see 

this as a clear statement of uncondi-

tional election.  God chose His people 

before the foundation of the world.  

Paul indicates that election begins 

with God, not man, and was settled 

before the world was created.  This 

means election is unconditional, with-

out reference to anything within the 

elect individual, seen or foreseen.  

Arminians do not understand this text 

to refer to salvation at all.  They view 

it as God’s determination that those 

whom He knew would choose Christ 

of their own free will, shall be made 

holy and blameless as the result of 

God’s work in their lives.  Calvinists 

see unconditional election, whereas 

Arminians see a promise of sanctifi-

cation. 

   

How should we understand this text?  

We begin by noticing that election is 

of individuals, not of operations or 

results.  It says that God chose “us”, 

that is individual people.  It does not 

say God chose to do something in the 

lives of those who choose Him.  True, 

it goes on to say that God determined 

to do something in the lives of those 

He has chosen, namely to make them 

holy and blameless, but that is an ex-

tension of the first declaration that 

God chose individual persons to be 

His people.  Arminians rush over the 

first part to focus upon the second, 

and then use their truncated under-

standing of the second part to cancel 

out the first.  This is poor exegesis.  

Calvinists see both parts of the text as 

referring to salvation.  First, God de-

termined to choose individuals for 

salvation.  Second, He determined to 

make them holy and blameless, which 

is a central element of salvation.  

What is salvation?  It is more than 

justification before the judgment bar 

of God.  It is more than the promise 

of eternal life.  It is God’s determina-

tion to rescue sinners from condem-

nation and transform them into the 

image of His dear Son (Romans 

8:29).  This text refers to the whole 

process, not simply a part. 

 

Could it be otherwise?   Could God 

choose individuals for Himself, and 

then allow them to remain unholy and 

blameworthy?  Of course not.  Salva-

tion, properly considered, is a big 

word that describes everything God 

does from beginning to end to rescue 

fallen sinners.  Salvation began in 

eternity past when God determined to 

rescue a large number out of Adam’s 

fallen race, and concludes in eternity 

future when every one of God’s elect 

children are presented faultless before 

the throne.  Salvation includes many 

parts.  Justification is one part, sancti-

fication is another.  This text refers to 

the electing grace of God that marked 

us out for justification and also guar-

antees our sanctification.  The two 

parts of this text are similar to the two 

aspects of Ephesians 2:8-10.  Part 

one:  “For by grace you have been 

saved through faith, and that not of 

yourselves; it is the gift of God, not of 

works, lest anyone should boast.”  

Part two:  “For we are His workman-

ship, created in Christ Jesus for good 

works, which God prepared before-

hand that we should walk in them.”  

Salvation is God’s gift of grace, the 

outworking of His unmerited favor.  

He chose us and He freely gave salva-

tion to us.  Part of that gracious gift of 

salvation is to direct us into good 

works, to walk holy and blameless 

before Him, imperfectly upon Earth, 

and perfectly when we arrive in 

Heaven.  Exactly as the text says in 

Ephesians 1:4. 

 

One of the pivotal issues in election is

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who goes first, God or man.  If God 

chooses individuals based upon noth-

ing within them, it is God who      

determines salvation.  God is thus 

sovereign in salvation, just as He is  

in everything else.  However, if God 

“chooses” based upon what He fore-

sees man will choose, it is man, not 

God, who makes the determinative 

choice.  Man is therefore sovereign in 

salvation.  God may be sovereign in 

everything else, but not in salvation.  

Clearly election understood in this 

way is really not divine election at all.  

If man makes the first and determina-

tive choice, then God does not really 

choose His people.  He graciously 

accepts those who choose Him.  Man 

chooses God, but God does not 

choose man.  We may call it God’s 

choice, but it is really ratification of 

man’s choice.  The Arminian doctrine 

of election is a word game.  Some 

may call it the doctrine of election, 

but it should rightfully be called the 

doctrine of ratification.  According to 

this doctrine, God didn’t choose any-

one.  Man’s choice is first and deter-

minative.  God simply ratifies man’s 

choice. 

 

The Arminian tries to preserve man’s 

choice at the expense of God’s 

choice.  It is obvious that both God 

and man cannot make the determina-

tive choice.  Someone must choose 

first, and someone must choose sec-

ond.  The question cannot be resolved 

by appealing to human logic, senti-

ment, or tradition.  The correct an-

swer must come from the Bible.  It is 

true that the Bible speaks of men 

choosing Christ, and indicates that 

such choices determine eternal desti-

ny.  But the real issue is not who 

chose, but who chose first?  The Bible 

teaches us that no man, left to him-

self, will ever choose Christ.  He will 

not and he cannot.  In truth, he will 

not because he cannot (John 6:37, 44, 

65, etc.).  When we choose Christ, it 

is because God has already chosen us, 

and has done a work of grace within 

us to enable us to see our sinful con-

dition and believe on Christ for salva-

tion.  Natural men, as they are born 

into this world, have no capacity to 

understand or choose spiritual truth   

(I Corinthians 2:14).  We did not choose 

Christ in a vacuum. We did not 

choose Christ out of natural insight or 

desire.  We chose Christ because He 

first chose us, and is now doing eve-

rything necessary to bring us, holy 

and blameless before Him in love. 

 

Chosen for what?  Chosen for salva-

tion.  “But we are bound to give 

thanks to God always for you, breth-

ren beloved by the Lord, because God 

from the beginning chose you for   

salvation through sanctification by the 

Spirit and belief in the truth” (II Thes-

salonians 2:13).  Chosen for what?   

Chosen for sanctification.  “Just as He 

chose us in Him before the foundation 

of the world, that we should be holy 

and without blame before Him in 

love” (Ephesians 1:4).   These are two 

aspects of the same salvation, and 

they are two operations upon the 

same individuals, the elect of God.  

Truly salvation is of the Lord (Jonah 

2:9).  If you have Biblical warrant to 

believe yourself saved, give all the 

glory to God, and to Him alone, for 

He has graciously chosen to reveal 

Himself to you, and work His salva-

tion within you.

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We have a little cat who came to live 

with us more than 13 years ago, a 

give-away at a yard sale in Mebane, 

one of a litter of kittens so young that 

its gender was only a guess.  The 

owner, knowing what we wanted, 

pronounced this kitten a male. 

 

Since the girls and I had watched the 

movie ‘Emma’ often enough to have 

memorized all the best lines, it was 

reasonable that we would name our 

little boy cat after the main male char-

acter in the movie, and so he was 

christened ‘Mr. Knightley’.  As kit-

tens do, Mr. Knightley grew quickly 

and in fine form.  He showed himself 

early on to be a dedicated mouser and 

that sealed his position in the fami-

ly.  It wasn’t long until he not only 

looked full grown, but became quite a 

chubby little guy, especially around 

the middle.  This particular change in 

figure developed at an alarming rate, 

so much so that we became concerned 

for his health. We were by this time, 

enjoying regular visits from Gabe Duncan 

and since he had, for a time, been re-

sponsible for the well-being of the 

mice used for research at Duke, (I’m 

still not sure why we thought there 

was a connection there) we had our 

future son-in-law take a look at Mr. 

Knightley and give his medical opin-

ion.  “A tumor…or pregnant” was his 

pronouncement, as I remember it.  Oh 

my!  We hoped it was not a tumor, 

but my goodness…a litter for our Mr. 

Knightley??? 

Mr. Knightley had two litters and 

made the move to title character…we 

now call her Emma.  Emma has been 

a good cat.  She lives in the shop with 

the yard equipment, hunts in the 

woods every day, and does an admira-

ble job of keeping mice away from 

the house.  She is a typical cat in atti-

tude, that being one of superiority, in 

spite of the fact that we humans are 

supposed to be in charge.  We think 

we know this little cat quite well, but 

in fact, it is she who knows us! 

 

Our eating habits, for instance.  As 

soon as my van door is opened she is 

inside.  Why?  Because she knows I 

eat as I drive during long days on the 

road, and since eating and driving are 

a messy mix there will be crumbs on 

the floor.  She also knows that my 

husband never eats in his car.  How 

do we know she knows?  Because she 

NEVER jumps into his car.  There are 

no crumbs there for which to forage. 

 

She also knows about our individual 

hearing issues, such as the fact that 

Greg has hearing loss and that I am at 

the opposite end of the spectrum, with 

such sensitive hearing that everything 

is too loud for me.  When she realizes 

he’s seen her on the hood of his car 

she runs from her warm perch.  She 

knows his ears are not bothered by the 

sound of the car horn activated inside 

the garage. The possibility of his hit-

ting the panic button on the remote 

will send her scurrying when she 

hears no more than the dangling of his 

car keys.  I can dangle MY car keys 

and she glances in my direction and 

goes back to sleep.  She knows I will 

not activate the horn because I cannot 

bear the sound. 

 

Even though he doesn’t welcome her 

on his car, Greg is her favorite and 

though I can’t say exactly how she 

conveys this, (there is just something 

in her demeanor), I know why.  It is 

he who feeds her twice a day and 

brings that cup of warm cream to her 

every morning.  She has come to ex-

pect this, knowing him to be a man of 

routine, and she accepts his gift of 

cream, not with gratitude, but a hint 

of impatience tinged with just a bit of 

‘about time’. 

 

Emma knows me well enough to 

sense when I’m on my guard against 

her unlawful entry into the house, and 

when I’m not.  She sits quietly on the 

back porch while I unload grocer-

ies.  As I open the back door, I gently 

touch my toe to her nose to remind 

her she is not to come in.  Trip after 

trip she sits, but when I trudge the 

steps with the last load, she is no 

longer on the porch.  Ahhh, I think, 

no cat to deal with.  But Emma 

knows…the sound of the car door 

closing means this is the last load and 

if she is not on the porch, my guard is 

down.  I open the back door and she 

leaps from behind me from the floor 

below and into the house in one 

movement!  I don’t even see her do 

this, but suddenly realize she is am-

bling down the den passageway to-

ward the hallway where she will 

slowly meander through the foyer and 

dining room ‘til she reaches the kitch-

en. She knows as she enters the kitch-

en that I will be behind the door wait-

ing to catch her as she passes by.  But 

she’s now ready to go back outside, 

so allows ‘our’ game to end.

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And don’t think YOU are unknown 

to her.  She knows a bit about our 

guests, how they never seem to pay 

attention to little things.  Like the fact 

that the front storm door doesn’t 

close properly. Even if you pull it 

tight, it tends to pop open and she is 

in and halfway to the basement be-

fore someone is heard to say, “I hope 

its ok for your cat to come in”.  Of 

course it’s not ok, but Emma knows a 

strange car parked in the driveway 

means an opportunity for a quick 

once-through, or better yet, a shooing 

down to the basement where a nap on 

the love seat awaits her. She knows 

all of us too well! 

 

I thought of Emma when I read this 

in Isaiah: “The ox knows its owner 

and the donkey its master’s crib, but 

Israel doesn’t know me” (1:2-3).  The 

Lord is saying that his people don’t 

know him well enough to know why 

their lives are unacceptable to him. 

What does it mean to know some-

one?  How do we know if we really 

know God?  Emma, because of what 

she has observed hundreds of times 

over the years, is wise to our ways 

and she places herself in the path of 

the opportunities our ways create.  A 

vitally important part of knowing 

someone is to know their ways…

observe their character, see what they 

do, put the two things together.  When 

I see what God does, in the light of 

correct knowledge of him, it helps me 

correctly interpret what is going on in 

my life. When I know his attributes, 

his actions will amaze me. When I 

consider God with only my finite 

knowledge, I will misunderstand, 

resent, and complain about what He 

does.  But his actions become paths 

of opportunity when I understand his 

ways.  I will see grace and kindness 

instead of harshness.  I will accept 

what he does instead of demanding 

my own way.  I will understand just 

how amazing his love really is when I 

am aware of the magnitude of his 

holiness!  Let’s observe and learn. 

And when we do, we’ll come to a 

very important question: Is my life 

acceptable to God?
